“Jesus answered (point to the palm  
of each hand), ‘I am the way (arms 
come straight down from elbows 
“robot arms”) and the truth (both 
arms out like a “T”) and the life (two 
thumbs up). No one (shake finger) 
comes to the Father (point up) 
except through Me (other pointer 
finger up).’”

1. 	God loves me very much and has made a special place in heaven for me if I believe  
	 in Him.

3.	 Jesus came to take the punishment for our sin so we can go to heaven. He died, but 	
 	 rose again. — Hebrews 9:22b             Color the circle red for Jesus’ blood. 

3.	 It is our choice to believe in Jesus. First, admit you are a sinner. Then tell Jesus you 	
	 believe He died on the cross and rose again. Finally, ask Him to forgive your sin. If 	
	 you ask, He will do exactly that. — Acts 16:31          Color the circle white for clean.
